OK… here are the catagories that I separate and use for my accountant.

Cell Phone: (or 2nd land line). You May not write of regular land line.

Milage: to and from shows and trainings and hostess coachings, purchasing products/supplies for shows, bank, post office, pick up and deliveries of anything, etc.

(you can’t write off fixing car or car pmt or anything like that)

Show supplies: table cloth, decorations, pens, etc.

Incentives: what ever you give away for free, or if you pay for shipping or return fee or anything like that for a hostess or guest or jeweler in downline

Professional Fees: Credit card fees or transaction fees, accountant fees, etc.

Catalogs, forms, etc:  any supplies like order forms, catalogs, envelopes, etc.

Internet service

Entertainment: if you met someone for coffee, lunch, etc. Some accountants allow for if you get something while working your business. Check with your accountant on what is acceptable.

Education expense: training fees, reg. fee for rally, etc.

Renewal or Application and Agreement fee (may be professional fee category)
Samples:

Postage:

Utilities: portion of electric, etc if allowed by accountant

Square footage of office space in your home.

Per Diem Meals: when stay overnight like at rally, you are allowed to write off a specific dollar amt.

Commissions: If you earned a commission check from Premier or free jewelry (free jewelry gets added back into samples also)

Hotels/ traveling expenses: flight fee, hotel fee, parking at airport fee, etc.

I think that’s it.
